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CHAPTER 6:  
TRANSPORTATION 
ELEMENT 

INTRODUCTION  

This Transportation Element has been developed in accordance with RCW 36.70A.070 
Emergency Evacuation Routes (Growth Management Act) to address the motorized and 
non-motorized transportation needs of the City of Lake Stevens.  It represents the 
community's policy plan for the next twenty years. 
 
It considers the location and condition of the transportation system; the cause, scope, 
and nature of transportation problems; future needs; and plans for addressing those 
needs including adoption of Level of Service (LOS) standards. 
 
The type and availability of transportation resources are major factors in the 
development of land use patterns, while conversely, the way land is used greatly 
influences the need and location for new transportation.  The relationship between 
transportation and land use is one of continuous interaction and their planning must be 
coordinated.  The Land Use Plan and the Transportation Plan are highly interrelated, 
thus necessitating careful coordination. 
 
For the Transportation Element, information was taken from the Lake Stevens 
Transportation Plan (July 19, 2005) and the Snohomish County Transportation Element 
(February 1, 2006) to update the street inventory, roadway classification map and the 
transportation improvement plan. 

Washington State Department of Transportation State  Highway 9 Projects  

The Washington State Department of Transportation (WSDOT) is coordinating with the 
City of Lake Stevens on two projects; one within the UGA and one within city limits. 
 
SR9 – Lake Stevens Road to 20th Street SE (UGA) – This project will improve two 
intersections in a one mile section of SR9 (South Lake Stevens Road and 20th Street 
SE).  The road will be widened from two to four lanes, add a new wider bridge over 
Centennial Creek, add turn lanes, improve lighting, and upgrade traffic signals. Project 
will reduce congestion and improve travel time. Project completion is estimated for 
Summer 2011. 
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SR9 – Lundeen Parkway to SR92 – This project will improve three intersections in a 
one mile section of SR9 (Lundeen Parkway, Soper Hill Road, and State Route 92). The 
road will be widened from two to four lanes, add turn lanes at two intersections, update 
traffic signals, and improve lighting. Project will improve traffic flow and reduce delays 
and risk of collisions. Project completion is estimated for Fall 2012. 

Inventory and Analysis  

The inventory presented in this element provides information useful to the planning 
process.  This Transportation Element addresses all roads located within the City of 
Lake Stevens and the Lake Stevens Urban Growth Area including those which are the 
responsibility of the Washington State Department of Transportation (state highway 
system), the county, or the City. Information on existing roadway functional 
classifications, the most recently available traffic volume counts, and accident frequency 
data was collected from the Washington State Department of Transportation, the county, 
and the City.  The analysis of this information is included in this section. 

Location and Integration of Existing Transportation  

Traffic Circulation Within the City 

The City examined the general traffic flow along the major roadways to gain an 
understanding of the traffic circulation system as a whole.  In addition, this inventory 
includes unique roadway links, such as roadways crossing natural barriers, links to 
commercial or industrial centers, important trucking routes, or links to highways.   
 
The City of Lake Stevens lies in a relatively steep to moderately sloping area of the lake 
basin. It is connected to other towns and cities by Highway 92, Highway 9, and Hartford-
Machias Road.  The traffic circulation system within downtown Lake Stevens can 
generally be described as a spoke system, with roads radiating out from the commercial 
center.  The major east-west arterials are 20th Street NE and 16th Street NE.  The 
major north-south arterials are Grade Road, Main Street, and East Lakeshore Drive.  
However, as these streets are not completely developed to arterial standards, traffic 
currently uses many of the smaller streets, exiting onto state routes at a number of 
points. 
 
The City's truck route to and from the industrial district in the northeast portion of the 
community is from SR-92, along Grade Road to and along 36th Street, to and along Old 
Hartford Drive, to and along 28th Street NE to Hartford-Machias Road, and along 127th 
Avenue NE. 

State Roads 

State Route (SR) 92 is a State owned transportation facility within the existing City limits.  
The road extends from SR 9 eastward to Granite Falls. Only 1.25 miles of its length is 
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within the City.  It defines the northern border of the City between 109th and 127th 
Avenues NE. 
 
SR 92 is improved with two lanes and paved shoulders.  There are three city roads 
which intersect with SR 92 – 113th Ave NE, Grade Road, and 127th Ave NE.  Presently 
there are no signals, turn lanes, or acceleration or deceleration lanes at those 
intersections.  No future intersections are expected to be created on SR 92 within the 
present City limits. 
 
Average volume along SR 92 between 127th and 99th Ave NE ranges between 11,300 
to 13,000 trips per day.  The table below identifies the peak hour impacts of traffic onto 
and off of SR 92 as of 1997.

In addition to SR 92, the Lake Stevens UGA contains two additional State-owned 
transportation facilities: SR 204 and SR 9.  SR 204 is located between SR 9 and US 2 
and serves as a regional highway. 
 
SR 9 is located between SR 92 and the south Lake Stevens UGA boundary.  From 
Lake Stevens, SR 9 extends northward up to Skagit County Line and southward to SR 
522. 

Natural Traffic Barriers 

Surface water, geological hazards, or other critical areas create natural barriers to the 
traffic circulation system.  Some of these barriers in the City include the Lake, a major 
north-south drainage/wetland south of 16th Street NE between 127th and 123rd 
Avenues NE, and a major wetland area between Grade Road and Hartford Drive. 

On- Street Parking Facilities 

The availability of on-street parking facilities vary from neighborhood to neighborhood.  
In newer neighborhoods where the roads have been improved to higher standards, on-
street parking is typically available.  Along older street corridors, such as 20th Street NE 
and 16th Street NE, availability of parking is more limited, and the quality of the 
available parking spaces is lower.  Some parking may be on gravel, with insufficient 
clearance between itself and the drive lane.  As improvements to these streets are 
made, priority for the limited amount of right-of-way has been going to pedestrian safety.  
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Generally there are no known places of congestion for parking within the City.  Unlike 
bigger cities where parking is a premium, there does seem to be sufficient parking to 
handle vehicles that cannot be accommodated on private property.  The primary 
exception is during Aquafest, where parking difficulties and congestion are higher than 
the norm. 

Mass Transit 

Regional bus service is provided by Community 
Transit daily to Granite Falls, West Lake Stevens, 
Marysville and Everett, and through Everett to 
communities throughout the County and beyond. 
Service between points in the City or the greater 
UGA is limited. 
 
Pedestrian/Bicycle Trails 

Bicycle and pedestrian ways are 
discontinuous throughout the City 
having been constructed in a piecemeal 
manner over the years.  The Centennial 
Trail, a multi-mode (pedestrian, bicycle, 
horse, etc.) trail was built by Snohomish 
County, runs through and along the 
eastern border of the City. Picnic areas, 
bicycle racks, and other amenities are 
provided.  A trail head has been built in 
the northeast corner of the City by 
Snohomish County.  New residential 
developments are providing trails which 
should eventually link up to a City-wide 
trail system.  Many of the older 
residential areas are not yet connected 
by trail to recreational areas, schools, or 
shopping areas.  Chapter 5 presents a 
discussion of the trail system in Lake 
Stevens as part of the Parks and 
Recreation Plan.  The Land Use Section 
discusses how the Centennial Trail can 
assist in bringing pedestrian and bicycle 
traffic to the downtown. 
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In 2000, a pedestrian/bike trail was dedicated along Hartford Road between 20th Street 
NE and Old Hartford Road.  This was made possible with the changing of Hartford Road 
to a one-way street.  This is a good example of how decisions have been made that 
blend land use, transportation and recreation.  It represents a standard that the City 
intends to pursue in the future in balancing these transportation objectives. 

Curbs, Sidewalks, Landscaping, and Street Lighting 

Many of the City's roads lack curbs, sidewalks, landscaping, and street lighting (Figure 
6.0).  City code requires all new development construct these improvements in public 
right of way and internal to the developments as a part of the development approval.  
The City budget includes annual contributions of funds and mitigation fees which are 
earmarked for capitol pedestrian improvements.  Other funding opportunities are sought 
in the form of grants form state and federal agencies to augment budget dollars for 
construction of improvements.  Safety is a critical component in developing frontage 
improvements. 

Past Transportation Problems 

Many transportation improvements are designed to alleviate problems identified through 
traffic accident reports, street maintenance staff reports of poor conditions on roadways, 
identified areas with heavy traffic congestion, and citizen complaints regarding safety or 
roadway conditions.   

Assessing Roadway Capacity  

Roadway Classification 

The roadway classification map describes the general use and operational 
characteristics for the various sections of the City’s arterial system.  This system reflects 
the function, traffic levels and composition, roadway and streetscape design, access, 
and frontage improvements required for development and guides programming of 
roadway improvements.  The four main classifications currently used by the City of Lake 
Stevens are major arterial, minor arterial, collector, and local access street.  The 
classification is reported in Table 6.2 (located at the end of the chapter) and Figure 6.1. 
 
For the Lake Stevens UGA, all roadways within this area were classified by Snohomish 
County using the federal functional classification system.  The major classifications of 
County roadways are principal arterial, minor arterial, collector, and local access street. 
 
As areas are annexed to the City, the existing street system should be reviewed to 
determine the roadway classifications.  Future revisions to the functional classification 
system may be necessary if conditions change.  The designation of these roadways will 
provide the framework to guide City and develop capacity improvements to 
accommodate the future traffic demands.

Figure 6.1 - Roadway Classifications 
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Level of Service (LOS) Standards 

The City has adopted Link (A-F) LOS standards as minimum criteria for the quality of 
service provided at peak hours for roadway segments. 
 
LOS A: Primarily free-flow traffic operations at average travel speeds.  Vehicles are 

completely unimpeded in their ability to maneuver within the traffic stream.  
Stopped delays at intersections are minimal.  Volume/Capacity Ratio is less 
than or equal to 0.60. 

 
LOS B:  Reasonably unimpeded traffic flow operations at average travel speeds.  The 

ability to maneuver within the traffic stream is only slightly restricted and 
stopped delays are not bothersome.  Drivers are not generally subjected to 
appreciable tension.  Volume/Capacity Ratio greater than 0.60 and less than or 
equal to 0.70. 

 
LOS C:  Stable traffic flow operations.  However, ability to maneuver and change lanes 

may be more restricted than in LOS B, and longer queues and/or adverse 
signal coordination may contribute to lower average travel speeds.  Motorists 
will experience appreciable tension while driving.  Volume/Capacity Ratio 
greater than 0.70 and less than or equal to 0.80. 

 
LOS D:  Small increases in traffic flow may cause substantial increases in approach 

delays and, hence, decreases in speed.  This may be due to adverse signal 
progression, inappropriate signal timing, high volumes, or some combinations of 
these.  Volume/Capacity Ratio greater than 0.80 and less than or equal to 0.90. 

 
LOS E: Significant delays in traffic flow operations and lower operating speeds. 

Conditions are caused by some combination or adverse progression, high 
signal density, extensive queuing at critical intersections, and inappropriate 
signal timing.  Volume/Capacity Ratio greater than 0.90 and less than or equal 
to 1.00. 

 
LOS F: Traffic flow operations at extremely low speeds.  Intersection congestion is 

likely at critical signalized locations, with high approach delays resulting. 
Adverse signal progression is frequently a contributor to this condition. 
Volume/Capacity Ratio greater than 1.00. 

 
The available road capacity defined as the maximum number of vehicles which have a 
reasonable expectation of passing over a given roadway section or through a given 
intersection (under prevailing road and traffic conditions) during a specified period of 
time divided by the actual volume of cars passing over that section during the specified 
period.  The expected peak hour capacities for various transportation facilities at various 
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levels of service have been adapted from WSDOT guidelines for general highway 
capacities. 

Design Standards  

In addition to capacity standards, the City also has adopted design standards which 
identify how new streets are to be designed and constructed.  These standards are as 
follows and are more explicitly depicted in the most recently adopted edition of the 
Engineering Design and Development Standards (EDDS):

City Entryway Standards  

The City will study increased standards for certain entryways into the community that 
could include requirements for enhanced landscaping, medians, decorative street signs, 
special lighting, etc.  The purpose would be to provide a welcoming environment for 
those traveling into Lake Stevens and to convey the image of a well-planned community.  
Responsibility for funding these improvements could be a joint one, involving adjacent 
development and City financing. 

Traffic Calming 

The standards in Table 6.3 represent the basic requirements for roadways.  However, 
there has been interest in varying from these standards for the purpose of implementing 
traffic calming techniques.  These techniques involve physical modifications to the 
roadway improvements which result in slowing vehicular traffic.  There is quite a variety 
of techniques available to allow communities the opportunity to “customize” the 
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technique to be used to the context in which it is placed.  Commonly used techniques 
include chicanes, traffic circles, and narrowing of roads. 
 
Because of the historical context in which they were developed, numerous roads in the 
City are substandard.  Many do not have full width of paving, sidewalks and landscaping.  
Addressing these basic needs take funding priority over implementing traffic calming 
implementation.  While the City fully supports the concept of traffic calming, until such 
time the basic needs are better addressed, neighborhoods wishing to have traffic 
calming implemented on their streets will have to be responsible for ensuring the project 
is funded. 

State Route 92 LOS Standards 

SR 92 is considered a Regional State Highway.  The Level of Service set for this 
roadway is to be adopted by the Puget Sound Regional Council.  Although an LOS 
will be adopted, SR 92 will not be subject to concurrency requirements. 

Transit LOS Standards  

While the City has not adopted a LOS standard for transit, the City has coordinated 
land use and transportation goals and policies with Community Transit's standards to 
ensure that the community can be supplied with adequate transit services.  Goals and 
policies requiring specific design, density, and review for transit-friendly development 
have been included in the Land Use Element Goals and Policies. 

Capacity of the Circulation System  

To ensure that the LOS standards are realistic and achievable, the existing and future 
LOS for the City was calculated.  The results of the level of service analysis for Lake 
Stevens are described in the document titled, “Lake Stevens Transportation Plan 
Update,” dated July 19, 2005. 

FUTURE NEEDS AND ALTERNATIVES 

Analysis of Needed Capacity Improvements 

After completing the inventory of existing capacity the City of Lake Stevens has decided 
that LOS C in residential areas and LOS D in the central business district at peak hour 
are reasonable and achievable standard for all arterial roadways.  All of the City's 
roadways currently provide this LOS or better.  However, the City must plan necessary 
roadway improvements to increase the capacity of certain roadways, or develop a plan 
to prevent deterioration of the LOS below the standard.  Also, design standards as 
described above will be used to evaluate all other roadways in the City's planning area.

All roadway segments, except for a portion of Main Street, are expected to meet the 
adopted levels of service at the 2010 horizon.  Main Street between North Lakeshore 
Drive and 18th Street NE is projected to deteriorate to LOS F within 10 to 20 years.  A 
traffic analysis study by William Popp Associates predicts that the link will have a peak 
hourly volume of 1090 vehicles in 20 years and a volume/capacity ratio of 1.09.  In order 
to attain LOS D at peak hour the volume/capacity ratio needs to be reduced to less than 
or equal to 0.90.  This can be accomplished by decreasing the volume on Main Street to 
900 vehicles during the peak PM hour, or increasing the capacity of the link to 1220 
vehicles per hour.  In other words, the capacity needs to be increased by at least 130 
vehicles per hour, or 190 vehicles need to use an alternative route. 

Analysis of Needed Safety Improvements 

Accident frequency data for the past five years was obtained from the Washington 
Department of Transportation District Office, County Sheriff's Office, and from the City's 
Police Department records.  The intersection of 28th Street NE and Hartford-Machias 
Road was identified as high accident frequency area.  This location was examined to 
determine what improvements, if any, would alleviate the accident hazards.  The 
improvements considered to alleviate this hazard included improved sight distance, and 
a flashing beacon.  The needed improvement is relatively small and requires an 
expenditure of less than $10,000.  However, this intersection is in the jurisdiction of 
Snohomish County.  The City will attempt to work with the County to see that some 
action is taken to alleviate this accident condition. 
 
No other high accident frequency areas were identified within the City which have not 
been corrected.  Efforts are taken to correct potential safety concern areas before they 
result in serious accidents, rather than requiring a certain number of accidents or deaths 
before a situation is corrected. 
 
16th Street NE between 127th Avenue NE and 131st Avenue NE has been identified as 
an area requiring realignment.  Currently, signage and road markings are used to direct 
drivers through an area of curves and varying widths.  At the posted speed of 25 miles 
per hour this should not be a safety concern.  However, not all traffic moves at that 
speed, and 16th Street NE is proposed to be upgraded to a collector arterial in the 
future.  This will require correction, and is proposed for inclusion in the Capital Facilities 
Element. 
 
Because the “fixes” are generally cost less than $10,000, improvements to high 
accident frequency locations will generally be included in the City's Annual Budget. 
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Analysis of Projected Transportation Needs  

Future Roadway Needs 

In determining projected roadway needs the City attempted to plan for the projected 
transportation volumes in a cost-effective manner that would not leave the City with 
under- or over- used capacity.  In the distant past, roadways have been under built for 
the use they receive.  However, in the 1970-80's many residential streets included wide 
lanes for fast moving traffic; but many of these are now considered overbuilt for 
residential neighborhoods.  These roads are costly to build and maintain and use up 
valuable land.  Narrower roads could provide routine and emergency access in most 
residential neighborhoods and will use less paving materials, lower maintenance costs, 
reduce surface water run-off, and maintain more vegetation. 
 
The Transportation Plan Recommended Road Improvement Project Map (Figure 6.2) 
shows new roadways or roadway extension, which includes extending 28th Street NE 
from Old Hartford Road to Hartford-Machias Road and a network of collectors in the NW 
corner of the City, between Walker Hill Road and SR 92. 
 
However, it is anticipated that a major north south arterial will be needed on the east 
side of the lake to take traffic off of East Lake Stevens Road, which cannot be upgraded 
as much as would be necessary to take all the traffic anticipated.  A new arterial is 
envisioned for 131st Ave NE to Machias Cutoff. 

Future Pedestrian/Bicycle Trail Needs 

Providing trails to connect residential areas with other parts of the city is a high priority 
for the City.  The addition of bicycle lanes and pedestrian routes is also a primary goal 
in the transportation program.  Walkways and existing and proposed trails are shown in 
Figure 5.1.

Providing continuity in a pedestrian and bicycle system can result in greater comfort and 
ease for its users.  The City is striving to create a fully integrated system for non-
motorized transportation, yet recognizes the need to prioritize locations where it expects 
heavy use, such as routes connecting residential areas to recreational facilities 
(including the Centennial Trail) and schools. 
 
A primary part of the transportation plan for the City is to direct major motor vehicle 
through-traffic away from the lake shore streets, and encouragement of bicycle and 
pedestrian circulation along these routes.  The reclassification of 131st Avenue NE to a 
minor arterial south of 16th Street NE should help remove traffic from East Lakeshore 
Drive.  To the north, the further improvement of Grade Road is expected to encourage 
traffic to take SR 92 and Grade Road to enter the City and decrease the impact upon 
North Lakeshore Drive and, to some extent, 20th Street NE. 

Transportation Improvement Plan 

The Transportation Improvement Plan (TIP) is the result of an iterative process that 
balances the goals of all comprehensive plan elements.  The TIP contains both funded 
and unfunded projects.  Maintaining a list of priority projects helps the to City monitor 
needs and to pursue funding sources. 
 
The policies in the Transportation Element have been prepared recognizing that not all 
projects in the TIP can be considered in the Capital Facilities Element at this time.  
Financial planning for transportation must use the same process as the financial 
planning for other capital facilities.  However, the timing and funding for transportation 
are restricted by the concurrency requirement and the binding nature of LOS standards.  
The City is required to create a six year financing plan for both transportation and 
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capital facilities with reviews and amendments annually.  In addition, the City is required 
to provide such transportation services concurrently with new development.   
 
The City will use the annual updated Six-Year Transportation Improvement Program to 
re-evaluate the priorities and timing of projects.  Projects are completed and priorities 
change throughout the planning period.  It may be necessary to update the TIP more 
than once a year.  Also, the TIP update process may not coincide with the yearly 
comprehensive plan update process.  Therefore, the TIP is not included in the 
Comprehensive Plan, but is an important associated document.  The most recently 
approved TIP is included in Appendix F; however it is not adopted as part of this 
Comprehensive Plan.   

Air Quality and Transportation  

Considering the location of the City of Lake Stevens east of the major north-south 
corridor, Interstate 5, the air quality is less of a concern than for cities along the major 
freeways.  However, State Route 9 runs through the west side of the City with high 
volumes of traffic and congestion during commute times.   In addition, State Route 2 is 
located to the south of the current UGA.   
 
As population increases, so does traffic volumes and vehicle emissions.  Air quality 
gains can be made through the reduction in automobile use and the increase in mass 
transit use.  However, the location of Lake Stevens off the major transportation corridors 
limits the provision of mass transit.   
 
Air pollution contributes to water pollution when rainwater picks up air pollutants and 
runs off into local creeks, streams and Lake Stevens.  Tree preservation is an integral 
part of protecting air quality.  Trees improve air quality by intercepting particles and 
removing gaseous pollutants. These pollutants include nitrogen dioxide (NO2), sulfur 
dioxide (SO2), carbon monoxide (CO), and particulate matter.  Therefore, the City 
should take a lead role in reducing transportation-related air quality impacts to protect 
Lake Stevens’ water quality.     
  

GOALS AND POLICIES 
 
GOAL 6.1 PROVIDE A ROADWAY NETWORK WHICH MEETS ADOP TED 

LEVEL OF SERVICE STANDARDS. 
Policies 

6.1.1 For traffic levels of service, the City adopts LOS C for residential areas and 
LOS D in the central business district at peak hour for all arterial roadways. 

 
6.1.2 Adopt Figure 5.1 as the City's Trail and Walkway Plan. 
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6.1.3 Provide a safe, convenient and efficient transportation system. 
 
6.1.4 Manage truck traffic with a Truck Route Ordinance and appropriate signage. 
 
6.1.5 Revise the sidewalk design criteria to be consistent with the “Recreating Main 

Street: Lake Stevens’ Downtown Park and Public Facilities Plan,” as may be 
adopted. 

 
6.1.6 The creation of private streets is discouraged.  Existing private streets will be 

accepted by the City for ownership and maintenance only if they are consistent 
with current design standards or can be brought to current design standards for 
new streets, and they can be shown to be a benefit to the City. 

 
6.1.7 Develop criteria for the signing of streets, with the goal of providing a smooth, 

efficient transportation system. 
 
6.1.8 The City adopts the transit levels of service used by Community Transit. 
 
6.1.9 For State Route 92, the City adopts the Level of Service for SR 92 as may be 

adopted by the Puget Sound Regional Council in fulfilling its duties as the 
Regional Transportation Planning Organization (RTPO).  SR 92 shall not be 
subject to concurrency requirements. 

 
GOAL 6.2 STRIVE FOR CONTINUOUS AND LONG TERM EXPANS IONS TO 

THE TRAIL AND PEDESTRIAN SYSTEM. 
Policies  

6.2.1 Private property owners shall be required to install new right-of-way 
improvements, including curbs, gutters, sidewalks, and planting strips, for all 
new development projects. 

 
6.2.2 Adopt sidewalk regulations consistent with state guidelines for the maintenance 

responsibility of sidewalks and planting strips by adjacent property owners. 
 
6.2.3 The City will continue to incorporate regular and routine consideration of 

bicycles in accordance with the Washington Department of Transportation, and 
the American Association of State Highway and Transportation Officials 
(AASHTO) standards in all transportation improvements. 

 
6.2.4 Where appropriate, the City will install or cause to be installed, budget 

permitting, new sidewalks on existing City streets considered by the City to be 
high priority areas generally within two years of identification. 
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GOAL 6.3 BY 2012, REDUCE THE ACCIDENT RATE AT REPRE SENTATIVE 
LOCATIONS ON THE ROADWAY SYSTEM WITHIN THE CITY BY AT 
LEAST 5%. 

Policies 

6.3.1 The City shall identify specific high accident intersections on both the collector 
and arterial system and develop and implement appropriate plans to effectively 
lower the accident rate. 

 
6.3.2 The City will develop and maintain traffic control devices in accordance with 

adopted guidelines. 
 
6.3.3 Standards should be developed which enhance the safety of pedestrians and 

motorists in regard to sidewalk design and maintenance, lighting requirements, 
signs, and access to properties. 

 
6.3.4 Stop signs shall not be used to control traffic speed, rather they shall be used to 

address identified traffic safety issues. 
 
6.3.5 A separate resolution will be adopted identifying the appropriate speed limits on 

all classifications of streets within the City, and identifying any special 
circumstances under which alternative speed limits may be adopted and 
providing guidelines for the adoption of these alternative speed limits. 

 
6.3.6 Develop a "neighborhood response plan" for responding to complaints from 

citizens concerning inappropriate traffic volumes or speeds. 
 
GOAL 6.4 ENSURE THAT THE TRANSPORTATION SYSTEM IS A DEQUATE 

TO SERVE ALL EXISTING AND FUTURE LAND USES. IN ADDI TION, THE 
CITY WILL DEVELOP A CONCURRENCY MANAGEMENT SYSTEM, 
EXPLORE ALTERNATIVES FOR DEMAND MANAGEMENT, AND SEC URE 
ADEQUATE FINANCING FOR TRANSPORTATION. 

Policies 

6.4.1 New roads shall be routed so as to avoid traversing publicly-owned natural 
preserves, parks and recreation areas, and areas identified as critical wildlife 
habitat, except in cases of overriding public interest. 

 
6.4.2 The City will coordinate with the Washington Department of Transportation in 

the selection of the criteria used to establish future right-of-way cross sections 
of the state highway system. 
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6.4.3 Traffic impacts shall be determined through project-specific impact assessment 
reports, which shall be required of every project for which the concurrency test 
must be applied. 

 
GOAL 6.5 PROVIDE AN AFFORDABLE LEVEL OF SERVICE FOR  THE 

ROADWAY NETWORK. 
Policies 

6.5.1 The City will maintain a list of annually updated road improvement priorities. 
 
6.5.2 Upon the annual date of adoption, the City's concurrency management system 

may be revised as part of the annual review and amendment of the 
Comprehensive Plan. 

 
6.5.3 The City will coordinate with the PSRC Regional Transportation Planning 

Organization to ensure consistency and compatibility between transportation 
plans. 

 
6.5.4 In order to preserve the character of neighborhoods, City Council may adopt 

reduced road standards for built neighborhoods where necessary for the 
provision of safer pedestrian access. 

 
6.5.5 In City road projects, the City Council may choose to install temporary safety 

improvements (such as widened asphalt shoulders, etc.) in lieu of full 
improvements where they are able to make at least the following findings: 
a. There is a significant overwhelming public need to improve pedestrian 

safety along the road on which the project is proposed, and the project will 
substantially do so. 

b. The project is intended to be a temporary solution until a full street 
improvement project can be funded. 

c. The project is designed in such a way as to not preclude eventual full-
standard development. 

d. If the full street improvement project is listed on the City’s 6-year 
Transportation Improvement Plan, it will not be removed from the TIP 
because of the temporary improvements. 

 
GOAL 6.6 ESTABLISH MECHANISMS TO REDUCE THE DEMAND FOR 

TRANSPORTATION FACILITIES SUCH AS CAR/VAN POOL, AND  
STAGGERED WORK HOURS. 

Policies 

6.6.1 In the central business district, integrate both the access and movement within 
the district for motorized and non-motorized traffic. 
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6.6.2 Land use and density of development will be coordinated with transportation 
centers within the City to support and encourage the use of transit.  Clustering 
and other development techniques will be encouraged near transit access area. 

 
6.6.3 Work with Community Transit to identify the best routes, stops and scheduling 

to best serve the community, encourage use and maximize the efficiency of 
public transportation. 

 
6.6.4 Encourage developers to consider public transportation in transportation plans 

submitted as part of preliminary plat consideration. 
 
6.6.5 Coordinate public transportation corridors with Community Transit and 

neighboring communities. 
 
6.6.6 Encourage and plan for "pedestrian-scale" neighborhoods and centers to 

enhance access and mobility for public transportation users. 
 
6.6.7 Continue to coordinate with all agencies and neighboring jurisdictions involved 

with public transportation, whether they be bus, HOV lanes, light rail, heavy rail, 
ride sharing, van pooling, or other forms, to identify what is of best use to the 
citizens of the City and participate in those ventures and proposals which are of 
general, and/or specific, benefit to the citizens of the City. 

 
GOAL 6.7 ALLOW FOR ALTERNATIVE DESIGN STANDARDS, AN D/OR 

MATERIALS FOR STREET AND PARKING AREAS. 
Policies 

6.7.1 Explore the feasibility of reducing right-of-way widths by using new materials 
(e.g., grasscrete) for emergency vehicle turn-around. 

 
6.7.2 Encourage increased levels of pervious surfaces in parking lots by using new 

designs and/or materials (e.g., grasscrete). 
 
6.7.3 Study the feasibility of adopting increased design standards for certain arterial 

“entryways” into the community. 
 
6.7.4 Encourage low impact development projects and low impact development 

techniques on non-LID projects to conserve and use existing natural site 
features; integrate distributed, small-scale stormwater controls; and prevent 
measurable harm to streams, lakes, wetlands, and other natural aquatic 
systems from commercial, residential, or industrial development sites by 
maintaining a more hydrologically functional landscape.     
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GOAL 6.8 TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENTS SHALL BE PRIOR ITIZED 
AND FINANCED CONSISTENT WITH THE CAPITAL FACILITIES  ELEMENT, 
AND ALL POSSIBLE AVENUES OF PAYING FOR THE IMPROVEM ENTS 
SHOULD BE EVALUATED FOR AVAILABILITY AND FAIRNESS. 

Policies 

6.8.1 The City may investigate and consider creating a street utility district to share 
the cost of capital street improvements over all users. 

 
6.8.2 Continue to require developers to pay for improvements related to the impacts 

of their developments. 
 
6.8.3 Keep transportation improvement cost estimates current to collect appropriate 

shares from developers and users as established. 
 
6.8.4 The City will investigate alternative methods of obtaining financing for 

transportation improvements, including: local option taxes, bonding, Local 
Improvement Districts, combining efforts with other agencies, investigate all 
possible grant and loan opportunities such as the Public Works Trust Fund, 
Intermodal Surface Transportation Efficiency Act funding, and interlocal 
agreements for mitigation costs with Snohomish County. 

 
6.8.5 If funding is unavailable, or if development is progressing beyond the ability to 

provide sufficient transportation facilities, development moratoriums may be 
necessary until the transportation facilities can be brought into alignment with 
approved LOS. 

 
6.8.6  The City will develop an annual Six Year Transportation Improvement Program 

(TIP) to correlate with improvements identified in the Transportation Element 
and the Capital Facilities Element (consistent with GMA, only funded TIP 
projects will be included in the Capital Facilities Element). 

 
GOAL 6.9 SUPPORT NEIGHBORHOOD EFFORTS TO IMPLEMENT 

APPROPRIATE TRAFFIC CALMING DEVICES AND STRATEGIES.  
Policies 

6.9.1 Traffic calming devises may be implemented in neighborhoods, subject to City 
approval, in order to improve pedestrian and vehicular safety.  The type of 
devices used should be appropriate to the context in which they are installed. 

 
6.9.2 Except when the City chooses to sponsor a demonstration project, a pre-

requirement for implementation of traffic calming devises on existing will require 
initiation and financial commitment from the petitioning neighborhood.  To 
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ensure the whole neighborhood has an opportunity to provide input, the City 
shall hold neighborhood meetings before approving any such device. 

 
6.9.3 The City may approve a variation from the adopted road standards of Title 14 

when such variation substantially contributes to the implementation of traffic 
calming devices. 

 
6.9.4 The City will not directly finance the implementation of traffic calming devices, 

but will provide technical and grant writing support to neighborhoods.  The 
neighborhood proponents shall be responsible for assuring the necessary 
funding is available to complete the project. 

 
6.9.5 Developers are encouraged to incorporate creative, low impact, storm water 

facilities in conjunction with constructing streets which implements traffic 
calming goals. 

 
GOAL 6.10 UPDATE TRANSPORTATION ELEMENT OF THE COMP REHENSIVE 

PLAN TO VERIFY THE EXISTING ROAD INVENTORY AND UPDA TE WITH 
NEW INVENTORY GENERATED FROM ANNEXED AREAS. 

Policies 
 
6.10.1 The City will perform a review of the existing Street Inventory in Table 6-2.  

Corrections and additions regarding the names and locations will be made to 
make the table current.  

 
6.10.2 Table 6-2 will be updated with the newly acquired roads from Snohomish 

County resulting from the Frontier Village, Soper Hill, Chapel Hill Fire District, 
and other annexations occurring before the next comprehensive plan docket 
cycle.  

 
6.10.3 The City will perform a field evaluation to update and verify the classifications 

and conditions for all the roads in Table 6-2 in effort to obtain current and 
accurate information.  

 
GOAL 6.11 COMMIT TO MEETING FEDERAL AND STATE AIR Q UALITY 

REQUIREMENTS AND WORK WITH STATE, REGIONAL, AND LOC AL 
AGENCIES AND JURISDICTIONS TO DEVELOP TRANSPORTATIO N 
CONTROL MEASURES AND/OR SIMILAR MOBILE SOURCE EMISS ION 
REDUCTION PROGRAMS THAT MAY BE WARRANTED TO ATTAIN OR 
MAINTAIN AIR QUALITY REQUIREMENTS. 

Policies 
 
6.11.1 Encourage residents and businesses to maintain or improve air quality by 

completing emissions testing, using alternative transportation, discouraging 
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burning of yard wastes and slash, and discouraging the use of uncertified 
wood stoves and fireplaces.   

 
6.11.2 Take a lead role in encouraging other modes of transportation by using more 

efficient vehicles and alternative-fueled vehicles in the City fleet and by 
encouraging employees use alternative transportation to work.   

 
6.11.3 Encourage alternatives to automobile transportation by promoting 

improvements to the public transit system, increasing availability of bicycling 
and walking facilities, and limiting the amount of parking that may be included 
in some new developments. 

 
6.11.4 Consider alternative transportation options when considering land use 

decisions and designations to support increased use of walking, biking, 
carpooling, and bus riding.  

 
6.11.5 Encourage conservation of trees and vegetation through development 

regulations and incentive mechanisms.   
 
6.11.6 Advocate with Community Transit in designing a public transportation system 

compatible with the City’s centers growth strategy.   
 
6.11.7 Establish information to educate citizens on the importance of clean air.
